Director’s Note:
Hello Friends,

Welcome and thank you for joining us for our production of Bedbugs. 
This is a playful, imaginative tale - beginning in a child’s bedroom with 
a common nighttime rhyme. But as we will discover, this show offers 
something much deeper: a story about empathy, perspective, and the 
transformative power of understanding.

At the heart of this show is a simple question: what happens when we 
stop to consider the world from someone else’s point of view? Marie 
sees herself as a typical child, having fun and thinking deep thoughts. 
But when the tables turn and we witness the chaos her actions bring 
to the unseen community, the story becomes far more complex. 
Suddenly, the “pests” have names, hopes, fears—and voices worth 
listening to.

This play reminds us that the truth is rarely one-sided. Every conflict, 
no matter how small or absurd it may seem, has more than one 
version. And more often than not, we rush to judgment without 
pausing to understand the other side. In Bedbugs, we see what can 
happen when that pause does occur—when characters choose to 
speak instead of shout, to listen instead of dismiss, to come together 
instead of divide.

It’s a message that couldn’t be more timely or timeless. In a world that 
too often encourages separation over solidarity, Bedbugs calls us to 
recognize the power of community and the courage it takes to resolve 
our differences peacefully. That growth - both Marie’s and the 
bedbugs’ - only becomes possible when they begin to see one 
another as equals, rather than enemies.

I am so proud of the way our cast and crew have brought this story to 
life. They’ve infused it with warmth, imagination, and heart, and I hope 
you’ll find yourself smiling, laughing, and maybe even seeing your 
own world a little differently by the end of the evening.

Thank you for being here with us. We hope you enjoy the show.
